Meals and Healthcare: 
 
The central campus at ENS Ulm has a dining hall which only serves lunch, from Monday to 
Friday. To pay, you use your student card on which you can load money using specific stations 
found inside the dining hall. There are three stations, one of which serves only vegetarian 
meals. The price of a regular meal composed of main, salad, and dessert is 3.50 Euros. When 
the weather is nice, you can get your lunch and take it over to the courô. A simple breakfast is 
offered at the café next to the dining hall. There is a street called Rue Mouffetard which is a five 
to ten minute walk from the ENS which is lined with bars and restaurants. It is very popular with 
students and young people, especially at night. On Sundays, during the day, it is very busy with 
families. 
 By virtue of being a student at a French university, you have a right to join the national 
healthcare system. The procedure is relatively simple. You sign up online and you eventually 
get your national insurance ID. In Paris, most people schedule doctor’s visits on an app called 
Doctolib. It is extremely easy to use and allows you access to all kinds of specialists and tests 
and it will allow you to find a provider near you or by video. Most doctors and hospitals will 
accept the national insurance even if they require a small co-pay.
